No subject taught data is held for headteachers 
and is not therefore represented in the 
headteacher section. 

In Sections 1, 2 and 3, the subject taught data 
is relevant to those teachers working in the 
secondary sector only. 

Where the Council has published Qualification 
information relative to the subject a teacher 
trained in, only the first subject recorded on the 
Register has been included.

Each section reports on a different group of 
registered teachers:

4Section 1 includes all registered teachers with 
GTCW;
